Keep it in the fridge if the label says so

Keep all medicines out of sunlight

Keep all medicines in a safe place away from children

Keep all medicines in the packaging they come in from the pharmacy

Do not take medicine prescribed for anyone else

Check the expiry date on the package before you take any medicine

Do not put old medicines down the toilet

Do not put old medicines in the bin

Take old medicines back to the pharmacy
